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FEATURE ARTICLE:

FELLOWSHIP PULPIT

A few years ago, our congregation decided to refurbish the Dogwood Room and Sanctuary,
including the pulpit and lectern. Because of our experience in the profession of furniture design, our
minister, Dr. Gray Clark charged us with the project to design a new pulpit and lectern that better
suited the needs and style of the church. During the creative process, Fred (Delafield) was inspired
by the contemporary version of the Presbytery logo appearing on the bulletins designed by Amna
Bogdanovich, a talented young Yugoslavian refugee that had been sponsored by our church. Her
design incorporated the cross in triplicate, the flames of Pentecost, and the dove of peace, all
represented in a positive/negative graphic design. Amnadés i ntent was to expreEe
di mension of Christian faith and of Godds | ove a
individual as well.

We applied this negative/positive design logo to the front of the pulpit, having it carved and cut
into the wood pulpit face. One side has the shapes of the cross and flame applied as a raised motif
on the surface, while the other side is recessed and carved below the surface, to represent the
positive/negative theme. The whole carved icon is framed within a gothic style arch-shaped panel
that reflects the shape of the stained glass window at the head of the sanctuary.

Another request for the design was mobility to make for more flexible use in the
sanctuary staging area. This was achieved with hidden casters built into the support structure of
each piece. Thus, the present pulpit and | ecter
